Research papers must be submitted as a Word (.doc or .docx)
file and meet the following page format requirements:

• One-inch page margins (top, bottom, left, right)

• Eleven-point font, Times New Roman

• Single-space text, no indentation

• Double space between paragraphs

• Identification in the upper left-hand corner of the first
page providing:

• Student name
• High school name
• School city, State
• Selected country, Topic
• Essay title (in bold)
